A fossil is.....

A living organism dies, it has the potential to become a fossil if conditions

are right and the dead organism did not have the chance to decay.

A layer of material such as river mud or volcanic ash covers the plant or
animal. The organisms tissue reacts with the surrounding materials and

minerals give a stone-like quality to replace the organisms tissue
